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2009 Homewerk – Technical Rider

For the performance of Mascall Dance’s Homewerk (HW), the following technical requirements will be needed:

Floor

1. Performance space no smaller than 20’ x 20’

2. Clean and safe
 floor for the use of the dancers either barefoot, wearing shoes or other.

3. The floor should be wooden and may be covered with Marley dance floor when available.

Sound

1. Compact disc (CD) player

2. A sound system, including a mixer and amplifier (including inputs for 4 remote microphones & CD). However, if unavailable, Mascall Dance can provide its own equipment. 

Lighting

1. Lighting requirements vary from venue to venue: enough lighting so that dancers are visible, and basic on/off and/or dimming functions. Generally, Mascall Dance is able to work with existing lighting.

2. A basic lighting plot2 would be ideal.

Facilities

1. Clean change rooms for the performers

2. Access to the performance space for 2 hours prior to show time.

3. Access to showers, if available

4. Access to warm-up space and/or green room, if available.

5. Performance area to be 20 degrees Celsius

1Safe is defined as free of splinters, nails and other protrusions, as well as having a smooth surface and no rake. Also, for dancers safety, we cannot perform on concrete. 


2 Basic lighting plot includes but is not limited to: warm and cool backs, shins, tips, front light and top lighting.
